Feathers - Add a touch a whimsy, anchor a large buffet, increase 
sophistication.......feathers are a fantastic event element.

Chairs - So often we use the same few ballroom chairs.  They 
are classic and do the trick, but when a new chair becomes 
available it can become a powerful element of the event 
décor.

Budgeting Tips 
   
Budget is obviously a key concern for 
any meeting planner, especially in a 
tight economy. With the growing 
concern over how to do more with 
less, it's important to not overlook 
the basics of saving money.  Here 
are some great tips on how to 
conserve but still plan a wonderful 
event: 
 
Add a Décor Center Focal - If you 
don't have the budget to spread 
décor throughout your entire event, save the bulk of your budget for a center 
focal piece to wow your guests when they walk in the door.  Minimalist décor can 
be also included to continue the theme throughout the room.  Great examples of 
center focal pieces include a four-sided, illuminated central bar or a buffet set in 
the middle of the room complete with an oversized décor element. 
 
 "Pinwheel" Your Floral - The "pinwheel" effect is very budget-friendly when it 
comes to floral. Showcase one large centerpiece on the single round table in the 
center of the room.  Then, extend long tables from the round table. As many as 
sixty people can be seated at this kind of table set-up.   
 
Reception v. Dinner - Dinners tend to absorb a large portion of your 
budget......from the food to the wine to the table linens and floral.  A reception 
style set-up can save you more money and also increase networking amongst your 
attendees.  Perhaps opt for a heavy hors d'oeuvres reception so that your guests 
still feel like they get a meal.  For an event of this type, place draping 
dramatically throughout the room to create unique seating areas.
